MoneySmarts Teachers Conference
On May 5th in Concord, a record turnout of more than
160 educators attended our tenth annual MoneySmarts
professional development conference. This day-long
event, provided at no cost to teachers, featured an
enlightening keynote address by Dr. Michael Staten, a
nationally-recognized researcher in the area of financial
education.

The MoneySmarts conference provided teachers with
training in the use of the High School Financial Planning
Program®© curriculum, and several workshops improved
their personal financial management skills. For the
tenth consecutive year, we were able to facilitate
teacher attendance by providing substitute teacher
reimbursement; one night’s lodging for educators
traveling more than 60 miles, as well as conference
materials and personal finance curricula.
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NH Jump$tart is dedicated to improving the
personal financial education of students
throughout New Hampshire. Since our
creation in 2000, NH JumpS$tart (a non-
profit 501(c) 3 organization) has reached
thousands of children and teens with
information about financial literacy and a

message of smart consumer behavior.

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LifeSmarts: the Ultimate Consumer Challenge®
We were pleased to be the state coordinator again this year
for LifeSmarts, a nationwide life skills-building program for
teenagers. 487 students from 18 teams competed in the online
phase of the competition which challenged the students in
crucial subject areas such as personal finance, consumer rights,
and health and safety. The top-scoring teams participated in
an exciting live State Finals competition hosted by Southern NH
University on March 9th.

This year’s State Champion, Inter-lakes-High School from
Meredith, traveled to Los Angeles for the National Finals, and
placed second in the national rankings.

| Can Save! Campaign

The “I Can Save” initiative is designed to encourage
elementary school children to begin a savings habit that
can continue through their lives. In April, in partnership
with Fidelity Investments and the NHHEAF Network, NH
JumpStart volunteers visited with over 780 second-graders
from elementary schools throughout the Granite State. Each
student received a Moonjar moneybox after participating in
an interactive lesson.

Each Moonjar consists of three moneyboxes (Spending,
Saving, and Sharing), a family guide to get started, a passbook
to record deposits and withdrawals, and a NH JumpStart
elastic band to hold the assembled boxes together.

“Get 10!” Virtual Quest
The Get 10 Virtual Quest™ is an
online scavenger hunt for students
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ages 14-18. Get 10 challenges students to find the correct
answers to 10 questions every good consumer should
know.

This year, over 500 students accepted the scavenger hunt
challenged and almost 37% answered all 10 questions
correctly! Ten students were randomly selected from this
group and each one received an iPad generously provided
by our program sponsors.
